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This year we celebrated the 60™ anniversary of the establishment of Fulton School for the
Deaf. Our school was the first school for Deaf children in the then, Natal Province, and has
grown from 6 learners in 1959 to 97 at the end of 2019. We are proud of our history of
excellence in Deaf education and look forward with excitement and intent to the next 60
years.

This report is a compilation of the valuable input of everyone involved in the education, care
and development of the learners at Fulton. My thanks go to all the staff, volunteers and
parents of the Governing Body who dedicate their time and expertise to our school. The
contribution of each and every person is acknowledged with thanks.

2019 has been a year of change at Fulton, particularly as far as staffing goes. There have
also been a great number of events and projects that will be reported on below.

60™ ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATIONS

Our 60™ Anniversary celebrations kicked off with a special assembly on 31 January 2019 i
exactly 60 years after the key to the school was handed to Bishop Inman by Mr and Mrs
Fulton. It was wonderful to see past learners and staff attending the event i made extra

Fulton learners continue to make us proud. It is wonderful as a principal to get phones calls
and emails of thanks from schools and organisations that our learners visit. They always
represent their school impeccably and each and every one of them is an asset to their
school.

Foundation Phase

The educators and children have once again had a busy and productive year. The value of
outdoor play and learning through doing is very evident in this phase. The children are
encouraged to learn by experiencing things and have enjoyed a number of outings during
the year. The first outing was a visit to Ushaka Marine World where they learnt all about
Marine Biology, got to dissect a fish and enjoyed looking at all the amazing sea animals in
the aquarium.

They also learnt about how bread is made and then went to see it actually happening with
a wonderful outing to the Albany bread factory.



Our Foundation Phase learners also get many opportunities to meet and spend time with
their peers in hearing schools. This year Kloof Pre-Primary visited our school and the
children were taught some basic signs and spent the rest of the morning playing with our
learners. It was wonderful to see how the children from the two schools just got on with the
serious work of playing and imagining without any concern about communication barriers.
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Our Foundation Phase is also supported very
generously by the boys in the FP at Highbury
School. Every year the boys fundraise to buy
something that is needed in the Fulton FP. This
year we received much needed equipment for the
outdoor play area. Our learners went to Highbury
to receive the donation and had a great time
playing with their new friends.

Our annual concert was well received as always, and the Foundation Phase and pre-school
learners stole the hearts of every audience with their excellent dancing and acting
performances.

Intermediate Phase
The Intermediate phase teachers and learners have had an exciting and busy year!

They started off the year doing some charity work for the SPCA - Fulton learners are
encouraged to think about the plight of other people, animals and the environment. The
learners and staff collected food for the cats and dogs needing to be adopted at the Kloof
SPCA. They spent the day with the animals, looking at where they keep the animals waiting
for adoption and how the SPCA cares for them. They learnt how to look after our animals
and how to adopt an animal when they are older. They were taught how important it was to
have your pets neutered or spayed and to do their yearly vaccinations.

For working so hard they had a wonderful
day down on the beach and at the Durban
Paddling Pools. Itis always wonderful for the
learners to have a day together where they

can make friends and enjoy e ach i
company without having to worry about
school.

In term 2 they were very lucky to be invited
by Ushaka to spend the day learning about
marine life. They were able to touch some
marine animals and learn about their
environment and how we can help protect
their future. They watched the dolphin show
' and took a walk through the aquarium.
